Parent handbooks with class assignment for students will be available in late July and must be picked-up (in the
Gathering Area of the new Church) in order to verify class assignments for each student. Watch the church bulletin
for further information.

**When does Registration begin?

e Teacher & Co-Teacher registration begins: Tues., Feb. 5™, 2008. Note: ONLY Teacher/Co-Teachers for the
school year 2008-2009, may register their children beginning Tues., Feb. 5™ through Friday, Feb. 15™
from - 9:00 am to 5:00 pm.

o General In-Person Registration begins: Tuesday, Feb. 19", 2008 on Tuesdays through Fridays from 9:00 am
to 5:00 pm and continues this way throughout the year. No mail-in registrations accepted.

Absolutely no registrations will be accepted on Mondays!

**What is the tuition cost?
$125.00 for one (1) child; $150.00 for two (2) or more children
Note: Tuition is $175.00 for one or more children when registering after 4/30/08!

Tuition for qualified teachers and co-teachers (have completed background check and attended one (1) three-
hour session of “Protecting God’s Children” [VIRTUS]) are entitled to a 50% discount off the above schedule.
